The first reason is purely financial. Many people find that with the high cost of living,
particularly in terms of rent or buying propetty, one salary is simply not enough. That
is why you find teachers, nurses and policemen stocking the shelves in supermarkets
at the weekend or during the night.

The second reason is often because a hobby becomes as important as the main job
and people have to make a decision. Hugh Montgomerie is a bone specialist at one of
London’s leading hospitals.
